The President has requested me to inform you 
that the Purple Heart has been awarded posthumously to 
your son, Corporal Frederick W. Graves, Infantry, who sacri-
ficed his life in Korea. 

The medal, which you will receive in a short 
time, is of slight intrinsic value, but rich with the tra-
dition for which Americans have so gRllantly given their 
lives ever since the days of George Washington, whose 
profile and coat of arms adorn the medal.

He has gone, however, in 
honor and in the company of patriots. Let me, in communi-
cating to you the country's gratitude, also express to you 
its admiration for his valor and devotion.
